Since its opening 4 years ago, usage of the mikvah has been steadily increasing. B"H, the
mikvah is used every night of the week. Many times, all 3 preparation rooms are used nightly
with sometimes there even being a second shift (4+ appointments). There are currently over
40 tevilot a month by women from all over Staten Island and from many different communities.
Close to 10 kallot have come before their weddings and it is our hope that they will continue
incorporating Taharat Hamishpacha in their married lives wherever they settle.

Over the summer the mikvah was assessed for upkeep and maintenance and many significant

improvements were made.

The rainwater reservoir was drained, cleaned, and then patched and waterproofed. Fresh

rainwater was then collected.

A new filter made by Mei Galim of Israel was installed in the mikvah pool. The water is now

clearer and cleaner. The pool was drained,
cleaned and refilled with fresh rainwater
that was collected over the summer.

A copper coil heater that was leaching
into the water was upgraded with a
stainless-steel heater.

The hinges on all the doors that had
rusted were replaced.

Tiles that were falling were removed and
then reinforced with stronger glue.

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The two final mitzvot of the Torah are:

But as the nation was leaving that oasis
and embarking on the formidable
challenge of living a life dominated by
earning one’s physical needing without
the leadership of Moshe, they are given
two mitzvot that will enable them to
recreate the experience of Mt. Sinai
in their new setting.

But
in order to re-enact the experience of
being given the Torah personally by G-d
to study, a further mitzvah was given -
for each person to write a Torah scroll,
for when one writes with his own hand,
it is as if he received it from Mt. Sinai.
